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In order to do business with Fort Rucker, you must first identify in what dollar range your supplies, services or construction will fall.

Micropurchases ($2,500 and below) usually will be purchased by Fort Rucker activities with the VISA credit card.  These purchases will be tax exempt.  If your company is not set up to accept the VISA credit card, you may want to check with local financial institutions for assistance.  Once you are set up to accept the VISA card, you will need to market your business with the cardholders.  The IMPAC Agency Program Coordinator located on the POC web page can provide a current listing of Fort Rucker cardholders.  You may mail brochures to the addresses shown on the POC page.

Requirements estimated at between $2,500 and $100,000 are generally made through Electronic Data Interchange (EDI).  With a small computer, appropriate software, and a modem, your firm can search, compete for, and win Fort Rucker’s business electronically.  We can provide you with more information or you may call the Department of Defense’s Electronic Commerce Information Center at 1-800-EDI-3414 (1-800-334-3414).

Requirements that are estimated to exceed $100,000 are currently posted to the Commerce Business Daily (CBD).  You can access the CBD via the Internet or subscribe through the Superintendent of Documents, Government Printing Office, Washington, DC  20402; telephone (202) 783-3238.

All requirements processed by this office are now posted to our web page and many solicitations are available by the “web” at this site.  Please click on “CURRENT REQUIREMENTS.”  In addition, soon all requirements estimated to exceed $25,000 will be posted to FedBizOpps at http://www.fedbizopps.gov/.

As you can tell by the above information, Federal procurement is going “paperless!”
